One of the Midwest Mission activities is to collect and assemble student kits. I am hopeful
that we can take up this charge not only as Grace UMC but the city of Vermilion. These kits

will be used to meet the needs of students around the world and will enhance student’s
learning. Each student kit should have the following items:

3 Spiral 1 subject spiral notebooks 8 ½ x 11
1 12” long ruler with metrics on the other side

6 pencils – unsharpened
1 small pencil sharpener

1 2” or larger pencil eraser
1 box of 12 colored pencils

1 box of 24 crayons
1 pair of student scissors

If we have people who know how to sew, there is a pattern to make sturdy bags to pack
the materials in to ship to the students. There is a pattern to make the one-handled cloth

bag if anyone is interested in that mission activity. Bags should be made out of denim,
corduroy, sailcloth, or med-heavy or light upholstery fabric. They should not be made out

of double-knit fabric or camouflage material.

We will have a place to collect
supplies beginning on March 1st. This will be our Noisy Bucket/Quiet Wallet focus on
